ANIMAL HUSBANDRY DIPLOMA ADMISSION REGULATIONS, 2018-19

In exercise of the powers conferred by the Madhya Pradesh Veterinary Science University Act, 2009
(No. 16 of 2009) and Madhya Pradesh Veterinary Science University (Amendment) Act, 2012 (No. 32 of 2012),

Nanaji Deshmukh Veterinary Science University, Jabalpur hereby makes the following Rules relating to

eligibility of admission in two years Animal Husbandry Diploma course in 05 Veterinary Polytechnics of the

State:

1. Short title:-

These Regulations may be called as Animal Husbandry Diploma Course Admission Rules, 2018-19

2. Definitions:-

"Act" means the Nanaji Deshmukh Veterinary Science University Act, 2009 (No. 16 of 2009) and
Amendment Act, 2012 (No. 32 of 2012);

"Admissions and Fee Regulatory Committee" means the Academic Council constituted by the
University under the Act for the supervision and guidance of admission process and for the
fixation of fee to be charged from candidates seeking admission in educational institutes of
university;

"Annexure" means Annexure appended to these rules;

"Common Entrance Test" means an entrance test, conducted for determination of merit of the
candidates followed by centralized counseling for the purpose of merit based on admission to
Veterinary Polytechnics through a single window procedure by the University;

"Competent Authority" means any authority as authorized by the University in this behalf;

"Fee" means, constitution of Fees Regulation Committee as per provisions of Nanaji Deshmukh
Veterinary Science University, Act 2009 and Amendment Act, 2012;

"Institutional" head means Head of the College/ Veterinary Polytechnic;

"Qualifying Examination" means the examination of the minimum qualification, passing of which
entitles one to seek admission into the relevant Animal Husbandry Diploma course as prescribed
in these rules;

"Single Window System" means a system by which available seats in all the institutions are
offered through Common Centralized Counseling to qualified candidates in the order of merit in
the Common Entrance Test;

2.10 Vyapam means Professional Examination Board, Bhopal, Madhya Pradesh;

2.11 The words and expressions used but not defined in these rules shall have the same meaning as

assigned to them in the Act.

3. Applicability:-

These rules shall be applicable to notified Colleges/Veterinary Polytechnics of Nanaji Deshmukh

Veterinary Science University conducting Animal Husbandry Diploma course.

4. Admission Rules:-

Admission rules for year 2018-19 and onwards--

In all Veterinary Polytechnics the procedure for admission shall be as under:-

4.1 Availability of Seats:-

Number of seats available in various Veterinary Polytechnics shall be as follows (Table 1):-

4.2 Allocation/Reservation of seats:-

In every college 16%, 20% and 14% of total seats shall be reserved for the candidates belonging to

scheduled castes/scheduled tribes and other backward classes (excluding creamy layer of other backward

class) respectively as notified by the State Government in this regard (Table 2).

4.3 Conversion of seats
In case, the eligible candidates to the extent of reservations in any category are not available, the vacant

seats will be filled by making them available in other categories as given below :-

4.3.1 The vacant seats of ST category shall be filled up by the eligible SC category candidates.
4.3.2 The vacant seats of SC category shall be filled up by eligible ST category candidates.

4.3.3 In case, the eligible candidates to the extent of reservation in ST and SC categories are not
available, the vacant seats shall be filled up by eligible OBC category candidate.

4.3.4 In case, the eligible candidates are not available in these above three reserved categories in
the above manner, the vacant seats shall then be filled up by the eligible unreserved category
candidates.

4.3.5 There will be 30% Horizontal reservation for Female applicants. If according to the
prescribed criteria 30% Female candidates are not available in any category then, the seats
will be filled by the male candidate of respective category.

4.3.6 The applicant will be entitled for reservation in one class only within a category.
4.4 Eligibility for admission:--
As decided by the Competent Authority of Nanaji Deshmukh Veterinary Science University.
4.4.1 Educational Qualification:-
Must have passed 12" higher secondary examination under 10+2 with science subject
(Zoology/Mathematics/Agriculture) from Board of Secondary Education, Madhya Pradesh, Bhopal /Central
Board of Secondary Education with minimum 50% marks. Relaxation of 5% marks will be given to the

candidates of SC/ST.




4.4.2 Age limit for admission:-

As on 31" December, 2018 candidate must have attain the age of 17 years but not more then 28 years.
The upper age limit shall be relaxable up to maximum limit of 5 years as prescribed by Government from time
to time, if a candidate belongs to be a woman, scheduled caste, scheduled tribe and other backward class.

4.4.3 The applicant must be a Domicile of M.P. State
4.5 Manner of Admission:-

Common Entrance Test conducted by Nanaji Deshmukh Veterinary Science University through
Madhya Pradesh Professional Examinastion Board. Professional Examinastion Board shall prepare merit and
waiting list on the basis of marks obtained by candidates in Common Entrance Test and shall provide to
University.

4.6 Procedure of Admission:-
4.6.1 The admission in all Veterinary Polytechnics shall be made through online counseling, in the order of
merit on the basis of ranking in Common Entrance Test conducted by the Madhya Pradesh
Professional Examination Board, Bhopal.

4.6.2 All these admission shall be done through centralized counselling conducted by the University
counselling committee.

4.6.3. University will issue notification/ advertisement and will not call for application for admission
separately or individually. University shall complete all formalities of concerning subject as per
norms. The candidates are advised to visit the university website www.ndvsu.org regularly for
information regarding online counseling and rules.

4.6.4. If a candidate fails to present himself/herself for Counselling or fails to produce the relevant certificates

in original in prescribed proforma, he/she shall loose his/her chance of selection of Seat and
Institution.

4.6.5. If a candidate fails to present himself/herself on the date of document verification/ spot counseling
because of serious illness or accident and is admitted in the hospital, then his/her guardian/parents
may be permitted to appear in the Counselling on his/her behalf, provided the concerned candidate
submits an authority letter to this effect along with a medical certificate having candidate’s
photograph issued by the concerned Chief Medical Offficer/Civil Surgeon as a proof of illness or
hospitalization. If at any stage it is found that the information provided by the candidate was wrong,
then the admission is liable to be cancelled.

4.6.6. Once a candidate has taken admission in an institution during the process of Counselling he/she shall
not be permitted to change it in that phase of counselling.

4.6.7. Once a candidate is admitted in a particular institution through Counselling, no transfer of institution
shall be permitted.

4.6.8. The successful candidates shall have to deposit fees as prescribed by the University at the time of
counselling.

4.6.9. The candidates who have selected the option of payment seat, will only be eligible for admission in
paymemt seats.

4.7 Cancellation of Admission: -

4.7.1 If at any stage it is found that a candidate has got admission in any institution on the basis of false or
incorrect information or by hiding relevant facts or if at any time after admission it is found that
admission was given to the candidate due to some mistake or oversight, the admission granted to such a
candidate shall be liable to be cancelled forthwith without any notice at any time during the course of
his/her studies by the Competent Authority.

4.7.2 The candidates found eligible after counselling will have to deposit required fees for taking admission.
The candidates if not deposit the required fees within the schedule date, his/her admission stands
cancelled.
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5. Tuition and other Fees:-
o Tuition and other fees shall be as prescribed by the University at the time of counselling.
o Scholarship — The scholarship facility provided by M.P.Govt. for self finance programme will be
applicable for the students.
6. Modification to rules/procedures:-
The Nanaji Deshmukh Veterinary Science University reserves the rights to amend
provision/rules/procedure for admission.
7. Jurisdiction: - In case of any legal dispute, the jurisdiction shall be restricted to the Hon’ble High Court of
Madhya Pradesh, Jabalpur only.
